30 HOUR FAMI NE

(Psalm 146:7) As | started at CCPC | knew it was
important to involve our group in World Vision’s 30
Hour Famine. This is a formative event that has
transcended the rise and fall of different cultural
trends in youth ministry over the last 27 years. This
is because feeding the hungry is always a relevant
call we receive from God.

This is a time of year where our congregation sees
our youth raising money to feed some hungry peo-
ple. That is true! But, it's not the whole story. We
take this opportunity to not only raise money, but to
get out of our comfort zone and try to learn what
our brothers and sisters are going through. We at-
tempt to expand our spiritual connectedness to a
world that is bigger than our daily context. We learn
that our access to food, water, and shelter are not
only a blessing that we have, but also a necessity
which many do not have access. They should! We
learn that an estimated 16,000 kids die per day
from hunger and hunger related issues. They
shouldn’t have to! That’s where the passion for 30
Hour Famine comes in to the picture.

We learn that organizations like World Vision are
responsible for helping to decrease this hunger re-
lated fatality number. In 1960 the average daily
hunger related death rate was 54,000 people com-
pared to the est. 16,000 in 2014. This decrease is
due to people like our youth who care enough to
talk to their family and friends and collect dona-
tions for these efforts to go 30 hours without food
(the average amount of time that kids around the
world go between meals). It happens because peo-
ple just like you care enough to support our youth
and help them see how they can make a tangible
impact on the world around them. This is all part of
our spiritual formation.

All of this comes with a reminder to our group:
Matthew 6:1-4. We have to be prayerfully hum-
bled in the way we practice Jesus’ commands.
While we ask for support, it is not to boost the
egos of any of those involved. While we want our
church family to be proud of our youth, we want to
emphasize that we are not distributors of grace
and justice. We are participants in grace and jus-
tice with those whom we are serving. That is why
we put a face to poverty in this practice.

For the second year in a row we are serving with
Sacred Sparks homeless ministry in Nashville
during our event. Rev. Lisa Cook allows us a
hands-on opportunity to not just serve to the
homeless, but to come in to their tent houses and
be in loving communion while we serve with this
community. Rev. Lisa has added an element
where we not only raise funds, but also expand
our communion to know our Christian family out-
side of our immediate context and be formed in
love with faces of Christ’s Kingdom. In this way
we don’t see those in financial need as recipients
coming for the goods we can distribute. Instead
we are invited into their homes to know and love
their needs as a family. Together we reciprocate
service and hospitality in communion as the King-
dom.

So | ask a favor of you: | want you to pray for
and support our youth as we come to know our
God better in this time. This is a special experi-
ence where we could use the encouragement and
blessing of our church family. Let this joy and pas-
sion become contagious to you, and let it guide
your prayers and involvement as we do the Lord’s
command. Amen.
